Information Items:

Athletics user group meeting findings and recommendations were
reviewed and the following comments were made:

Fields / Hardcourts:

e Committee members suggested the donor bricks be re-used
at the softball area.

e Access road provided on-site from M&O facility to main
campus will be for small carts and vehicles only, not for
daily traffic.

Buildings:
e Access issues at lower level Building F classrooms need to
be addressed.
e Folding partition at Dance Classroom should be replaced.
e Weight room will likely be relocated to new Entry Building.

e Proposed corridors at Building E will address sightlines into
locker rooms with vestibules, etc.

LPA presented proposed parking / tennis court structure concept and
no comments were made.

LPA presented proposed courtyard design concepts and the following
comments were made:

Heath Ave.:
e Prefer tables and chairs to concrete seat walls — students
currently use space to do homework

o Prefer “green” space / soft — concerned about all the
hardscape

e Prefer permeable paving to help mitigate runoff
e Prefer shading (deciduous trees suggested)

Lower Courtyard (Building A):

Prefer tables and chairs to seat walls
Liked flexible space proposed

Liked synthetic turf wedges

e Remove / relocate vending machines

Upper Courtyard (Building A):
e Liked the proposed lowering of the senior terrace and
providing additional seating

e Liked the concept for shading and landscape

Graduation Lawn:

e | PA presented 2 schemes —

— Retaining wall at edge of graduation walk with
guardrail and gate at top of stair

— Fencing at base of slope with gate at bottom of stair

e Upgrade plating along walks leading to front door

e Upgrade planting and hardscape at front door / theater
breakout courtyard

e Provide power outlets at multiple locations for graduation

e Committee expressed no particular preference for either
scheme proposed

Committee expressed concern about funding available for all
proposed landscape concepts. LPA indicated that prioritization of
the scopes will occur at the final Site Committee Meeting in June.

Committee asked if the architectural firms have a financial stake in
the cost of the project. Karen Christiansen addressed this question
and indicated that architects will be required to re-design at their
expense in the event the Board-approved budgets are exceeded.

LPA presented concept for the new Maintenance and Operations
building and complex. No comments were made.

LPA presented concepts for renovation of the main bridge and the
following comments were made:

e Proposed concept included:

— Reduction of the existing bridge width to allow for
exterior windows / daylighting in classrooms in Building
A and B

— Conversion of bridge area which is currently
administration into a Learning Commons with flexible
furniture and technology — a multi-function student
space.

e LPA indicated a cost analysis will be prepared evaluating
the costs of renovation and structural upgrade of the
existing main bridge vs. replacement, and will present to the
committee when complete.
